Vietjet tiép tuc bao vé quyén lgi chinh dang trong vu tranh chip thwong mai tau bay tai Anh
VietJet Continues to Defend Its Legitimate Rights in Ongoing Aircraft Dispute in the UK

Ngay 17/4/2025, VietJet nhan dugc phan quyét tir Toa an Thuong mai Anh vé xac dinh thiét hai
cta tranh chap tau bay.

On April 17", 2025, VietJet received a ruling from the English Commercial Court concerning the
quantum phase of its ongoing aircraft dispute. This ruling is part of the broader July 31*, 2024
decision, which the company has already appealed, and which appeal is due shortly to be heard
by the English Court of Appeal.

On October 2", 2024, the English High Court granted VietJet permission for all 5 grounds of
appeal submitted by VietJet, including issues related to allegations of improper termination of
lease agreements and unlawful assignment of debt by banks to a non-financial institution

In mid-2021, at the height of the Covid-19 pandemic, Ho Chi Minh City was under strict lockdown,

more than 40,000 lives were lost, and businesses — including airlines — were forced to cease
operations. As part of its Covid-19 pandemic efforts, VietJet evacuated hundreds of thousands of
people from outbreak hotspots and donated millions of medical masks to people in the UK, France,
Germany, the United States, and other countries, at a time when such supplies were extremely
scarce. VietJet employees also volunteered to support mass Covid testing and vaccination
campaigns, serving millions of people, free of charge.

At that same time, when all employees were quarantined and unable to work, a leasing
arrangement valued at less than USD 7.4 million for four aircrafts — with a payment deferral
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being under negotiation, was suddenly terminated. The banks unilaterally ended what VietJet
considered to be long-term, stable lease-purchase agreements with the airline and sold the debt,
secured by the aircrafis, to FWA, which led to the current dispute.

VietJet was one of the very few airlines that did not lay off any employees during the pandemic.
The airline has consistently fulfilled its financial obligations to dozens of banks and aircraft lessors
supporting its fleet of hundreds of aircrafi. The dispute concerning the four aircrafis in this period
is isolated and exceptional.
