Vietjet tops out international-

standard hangar, operates first flight
to Long Thanh International Airport

On December 19, Vietjet today marked two major
milestones at Long Thanh International Airport with the
topping-out ceremony of its international-standard
aircraft maintenance hangar project and the operation of
its first flight to the new airport, reaffirming a strategic
step forward in the airline’s investment in modern and
sustainable aviation technical infrastructure.

Vietjet's  aircraft maintenance  hangar  project,
commenced on August 19, 2025, is part of the Long
Thanh Aircraft Maintenance and Engineering Center, with
a total investment of up to USD 100 million and covering
an area of 8.4 hectares. In just 4 months, the project
completed its topping-out ceremony on schedule under
challenging construction conditions, affirming Vietjet's
ability to implement projects quickly, with discipline and
high determination, along with its international partners.
In parallel with infrastructure development, Vietjet
successfully operated its first flight to Long Thanh
International Airport, a significant event attended by
Standing Deputy Prime Minister Nguyen Hoa Binh, along
with leaders of ministries, sectors and relevant
authorities. Thorough preparation, modern equipment
and a highly professional flight crew ensured a safe,
comfortable and well-executed flight.
