* Alongside the amended Civil
Aviation Law under review by the
National = Assembly, the Civil
Aviation Authority of Vietnam is
tasked with reviewing and revising
related decrees and circulars to
ensure a transparent, modern and

ICAO-aligned regulatory framework.

* The Civil Aviation Authority of
Vietnam has submitted adjusted
plans for the national airport
system for 2021-2030, with a
vision to 2050, to the Ministry of
Construction.

* With sharply rising year-end
travel demand, most airlines have
increased flight frequencies at Noi
Bai and Tan Son Nhat airports,
some routes on peak days during
the Lunar New Year have been
reported as sold out.

* After over five months of closure
for  upgrades, Vinh  Airport
expected to resume operations
with its first flight in December.

* Many international carriers are
expanding routes to Vietnam and
enhancing service quality at
Vietnamese airports.

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On November 23, Vietjet officially
took delivery of its first Boeing 737-
8, part of a 200-aircraft order valued
at USD 32 billion with U.S.
manufacturer Boeing. This marks a
significant milestone in the airline’s
strategy to align its fleet by market,
enhance operational efficiency, and
promote sustainable development
as an international aviation group.
The new aircraft was received at
Suvarnabhumi International Airport
in Bangkok. It belongs to the first
batch of 50 aircraft that will be
delivered and operated by Vietjet
Thailand from now until 2028,
aiming to meet growing travel
demand and expand the airline’s
network connecting key
destinations across the Asia-
Pacific region.

Vietjet completes
software and
hardware updates for
all 69 Airbus aircraft
ahead of deadline

As of 03:00 on 30 November 2025
(UTC+7), Vietjet has successfully
completed required updates on all

69 Airbus A320/A321 aircraft -
nearly four hours ahead of the
deadline set by aviation authorities
and Airbus. The timely completion
underscores Vietjet's robust
technical capability, rapid response
planning, and strong safety
management systems. Following
notifications from the European
Union Aviation Safety Agency
(EASA) and the Civil Aviation
Authority of Vietnam (CAAV), all
A319/A320/A321 aircraft were
mandated to undergo software
and/or hardware updates to ensure
operational safety and reduce the
risk of schedule disruptions. Vietjet
promptly mobilized domestic and
overseas maintenance teams and
worked closely with CAAV and
Airbus to carry out the updates
consistently across its entire fleet.
