At the most critical time of the pandemic, relevant banks, acting on behalf of the lessor
terminated stable, long-term lease-purchase contracts with VietJet, on the ground of an installment of
approximately US$7.4 million, for which the airline had been negotiating a deferral agreement. At the
same time, the banks sold the loans to FWA, which resulted in the current proceedings against VietJet.
The dispute is of a commercial nature and throughout the process, we have consistently demonstrated
good faith in amicable negotiations.
