In the early morning of January 1, 2022, at 
Noi Bai international airport, Ha Noi, Vietjet 
has welcomed the first international flight 
of the new year. The flight departed from 
Tokyo, Japan with 143 passengers landed 
at Noi Bai airport and being joyfully 
welcomed by Vietnamese aviation 
authorities, the beginning of a new year 
2022 has promised the good things.

Vietjet adds more flights in response
